Tameside Alcohol Awareness Campaign

I am writing to you to provide details of the Alcohol Awareness Campaign and some reasons why you may benefit from the pilot scheme we are running in partnership with Tameside MBC and Greater Manchester PCT. 

This service is provided to SME’s free of charge.

The scheme provides support around the issue of alcohol misuse which results in an annual loss to the economy and business of 17 million working days at a cost of £6.4 billion 

A study completed in 2007 by H@W in partnership with Liverpool John Moores University found that 1 in 5 employees reported arriving at work with a hangover at least once in the previous 2 weeks of filling in the survey, whilst 1 in 6 reported being late to work as a result of alcohol consumption. 

The pilot scheme includes the provision of model policy documents enabling SMEs to develop their own Workplace Alcohol Policy, and aims to address these issues by helping you with risk assessments, the implementation of written alcohol policies and the promotion of sensible drinking amongst your employees via information packs regarding alcohol and health. These would be distributed to all your employees.

We are currently seeking to sign up 10 SMEs from the Tameside and Glossop areas to the Alcohol Awareness Campaign, and invite you and your organisation to be part of the pilot scheme. 

Inclusion in the scheme will help your business to mitigate some of the direct effects of alcohol misuse on individual business by reducing risk of civil claims for injuries or damage, reducing staff turnover and cost in time and money due to disciplinary hearings, reduce alcohol related sickness absence and therefore reduce the subsequent loss of productivity.
